General Tips
e Obey all traffic laws.

e Encourage students to walk or bicycle to
and from school.

Walking Tips

e Use crosswalks when crossing streets.

e Stop, look and listen before crossing a
street.

e Look left-right-left before crossing a street,
and continue looking as you cross.

e Do not enter a crosswalk until
approaching cars have stopped.

e Do not walk between parked cars.

Bicycling Tips

e Bicycle riders must follow the same traffic
laws as automobile drivers.

e Stay Alert. Look for obstacles in your
path. Signal your turns and stops.

e Bicyclists need to walk in crosswalks
unless stated.

e Always wear a helmet!

e Drive the speed limit.
