Welcome all Writers!  The Alameda Library Writers’ Group (ALWG) welcomes all adult writers:  poets, novelists, screen writers, story tellers, and non-fiction authors.  ALWG participants meet monthly at the Alameda Free Library to work on their projects, to share their work for feedback as desired, and to provide feedback and support to other common minded writers.  
The ALWG Planning Committee also arranges special meetings and events.  ALWG holds annual novel writing and revising events for local writers participating in the National Novel Writing Month (www.NaNoWriMo.org) organization.  Occasionally, published writers are invited to speak on writing and publishing experience.  
All meeting dates, times and locations are posted on the Alameda Library calendar.  ALWG generally meets on the 2nd Saturday, 12:30p to 4:30p.  Always check the Library Calendar for up-to-date information (Examples:  off months, meeting cancellations, or time changes).  

What to Expect!    For those who wish to participate, our meetings follow a standard pattern:
· Writers enter the room quietly, select an empty space, and work on their writing project.  Bring your own writing materials.  Some writers bring a notebook and pen.  Others work on battery charged laptops.

· A sign-in sheet is passed around and email addresses are collected for event notification communication.
· Generally, we write from 12:30pm until about 3:45 pm. 
· Take a break when you want.  Enjoy the library amenities.
· Around 3:45 pm we do introductions.  Then a few willing participants share their work.  Any group member can then provide constructive support or applause!

· Before you leave, arrange your work-space the way you found it.  Dispose of all litter. Take all personal belongs with you.

· Planning for speaker meetings and events are lead by the Planning Committee.  The committee will present the general membership with opportunities for participation as assistance is needed.

Silent Writers Write More!   We ask that all participants be courteous.
· Silence your phone and laptop before you enter the writing room.  Beeping tools block the creative juices and disturb temperamental muses.

· Minimize your music headset volume so others cannot hear leaking din and thump. 

· If you want to socialize with another participant or answer a phone call, take a break and relax in the Library Café.
